WHEREAS, the school opened in the fall of 2000 with students
from three neighboring schools; the school has since
grown into a uniquely diverse school community; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Stabler lives with her family in Cobb County and
has a daughter who is a recent college graduate; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Roytunda Stabler will be retiring effective January
e 6, 2025 after 35+ years in education, including 25
years as the only principal of Abbotts Hill Elementary
School within Fulton County Schools;
