responsible for the creation of Atlanta’s Task Force for the Homeless 

and he was a founding Board member of Roots Adoption Agency, 

which was dedicated to finding homes for African American children; 

FULTON he was also a member of the Teen Pregnancy Prevention Task Force, 

Grady Special Infant Unit, where he fought to stem Atlanta’s high 

infant mortality rate, and he served as Director of the Dunbar 

Neighborhood Center; and 

bit WHEREAS, Alvin served on various boards and advisory councils including Chair 

COUNTY of the Child Care Nutritional Association, Transition House, Fulton 

County Children Emergency Shelter, and Butler Street YMCA, just to 

f name a few; his most recent role was Board member of the 

ArtsXchange; and 

FULTON WHEREAS, Alvin was named a Georgia Hero in 1995, and in 1996, he 

represented his beloved city of Atlanta in front of the world as he ran 

with the Olympic torch through the streets of Atlanta before the 

opening of the 1996 Summer Olympics; he was also honored to 

represent Georgia at the 1988 Democratic Convention; and 
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COUNTY WHEREAS, Alvin’s greatest achievement was his family; he and his wife of fifty 

years, Deloris E. Hill-Dollar, raised three sons, twins Damascus and 

Ramascus, and Alyle; he was also the loving grandfather of five and 

great-grandfather of two;
